7:24 P.M. Chief Dupuis requested a non-public session that may affect someone’s 

reputation. Selectman Hashem made a motion to go into non-public session pursuant to 

RSA 91-A:3 II (c) to discuss an issue with Chief Dupuis that may affect someone’s 

reputation; seconded by Selectman Cummings. Roll Call: Chairman Klumb – yes; 

Selectman Hashem – yes and Selectman Cummings – yes. Mrs. Jones was requested to 

attend. 

Chief Dupuis discussed the campground and advised that Lieutenant Mitchell’s wife has 

been hired to manage the campground. Chief Dupuis has also been made aware that Lt. 

Mitchell and his wife have expressed interest in purchasing the home next to the 

campground, which is separate from the campground. He is concerned that this may be a 

conflict. If the Lt. were to purchase this property, Chief Dupuis will give written orders 

that the Lt. will not act as a Webster Police Officer at the campground. 

Selectman Cummings made a motion to seal the minutes; seconded by Selectman 

Hashem and unanimously approved.
